Step2: A step to new beginnings
Step2 is a young people’s health project based on Tong Street, Bradford.  With an increasing staff team they are happy to offer work experience opportunities for our students.

The students quickly become part of the busy team and support the staff with training activities and administration tasks.  Students may also be involved in the design and delivery of health related projects.
Liz Robinson, Project Coordinator says “Projects to engage young people will be more immediate and effective if the language we use is relevant.  What better way of ensuring the effectiveness of the information we offer, than by asking them to assist in developing those messages with us?”
One positive benefit of work experience that is often overlooked is its value to staff as a professional development opportunity.  Liz often offers a staff member the chance to take charge of a student to gain confidence and additional supervisory experience.
The opportunity available at Step2 has been taken further by one recent student.  She enjoyed her time with them so much and the staff were suitably impressed by her commitment, that she is now a regular volunteer for the project.  It is possible that a future career in youth work and counselling is underway on the back of a simple work experience opportunity.
